Role of RIC:

· Act as a coach & mentor for officials.

· Ensure qualified officials are assigned to VRC games.

· Act as liaison between officials and VRC association.

Expectations of officials:

1. Have fun – that’s why we’re out there!
2. Show up for your assignments.
a. Be at the rink a minimum of 30 minutes before game time

b. Look professional – on and off the ice

i. Proper on-ice attire (see clinic workbook)
ii. Dress code for Pee Wee and higher is slacks with collared shirt and preferably a tie

3. If you must cancel a game, contact me ASAP, preferably within 48 hours.
4. Contact me if you encounter any issues with coaches, timekeepers, or spectators during your games, regardless of the level.  Both myself and the executive at VRC take these matters very seriously, but we can only deal with them if we’re notified.  As your RIC, I will support you 100%.
5. Work hard and try your best each time you step on the ice.

Game Reports:

When a game report is required, each official is responsible for ensuring it is properly completed and submitted within 24 hours of the incident.
